ii. Guided Participation
iii. We will go through the Smart Board activity which includes differences between crocodiles and alligators.
iv. Activity
1. Students will find pictures of crocodiles and alligators on the internet and identify which reptile they are.

c. Lesson Closure:  So what did you learn about the differences between crocodiles and alligators?	

d. Back Pocket Ideas:  If we have time after the lesson, I will show them pictures that I have found and they will tell me if they are crocodiles or alligators.

e. Assessment: Students will have to be able describe the differences between crocodiles and alligators.
